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When you finally have constructed the plant where the facility, or you actually operate your mission, you’re collecting data, and you enter the operational use of risk assessment.  That can help you prevent failures as you go along, or mitigate failures—if something happens, how do you deal with them?  And for that, you need a lot of information—some of it generic, some of it specific that you have collected—and you can use it from experience which is exactly the same or similar, and the result is optimal operation—and reduced cost.

After you’ve operated for awhile, if you want to make improvements, the methodology will help you show where the improvements are best, either to improve safety, or to reduce cost maintaining a level of safety.  Obviously, it will help you improve performance because you anticipate problems and then you solve them before they happen—either you prevent them or you mitigate them, but you will avoid making mistakes which always cost money.

Finally, at the end, when you have to decommission the facility, sometimes you have hazardous materials.  You have hazardous operations; you have to make sure you do that properly to comply with the Federal and local regulation, and then again, that helps you reduce cost while doing the job right.
