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"Operations Planning and Feedback in Concept Development and Design"
From the standpoint of the concept phase where we actually define the developmental tech requirements for the actual design, well, actually the flight plans and all are almost in parallel, and at some point in time, they’ll actually cross and merge.  And once they cross and merge, then you’ve got an acceptable piece of hardware out of them that is to be delivered and you’re getting prepared for flight.  While you’re also going through that design or development phase, you’re also wanting to introduce the crew to that particular hardware such that they can give you the necessary feedback that you need that will allow you to tweak your design such that you will assure mission success once you get into the actual flight.
