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"Probabilistic Risk Assessment (PRA)"

A more complex analysis but one that’s certainly worth doing is Probabilistic Risk Assessment.  It’s another tool for use in the nuclear power community about 25 years ago.  Something that is beginning to be used more in NASA today, and certainly will be used much more in the future.  You don’t get something for nothing in PRA, though.  It takes experience and expertise to do it properly.  But when done properly, PRA can identify the risk drivers in your system and provide the basis for both management and engineering decision making and tradeoffs.
