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"Ten commandments of integration: No 9"

Unless it is hazardous, stop and capture the situation—spacecraft configuration, GSE status, test environment, the test activity.  And get others involved.  Solicit other opinions.  When everything has been assessed, try to recreate the problem.  Write down every detail of what you do while troubleshooting.  If what you’re trying to do is understand every single anomaly you see, which you need to do on a high-reliability system—then you really need to stop.  When there’s a problem, you investigate that problem.  Don’t change your configuration; you’ve got to really understand what’s going on.
