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 “The conditions that promote “Tin Whisker” Growth”
The conditions under which they grow are somewhat known.  Pure tin plating is the key—as soon as there’s even as much as a percent of some other metal mixed in with the tin in an alloy, the whiskers do not grow.  They grow most easily from bright tin finishes on particularly brass or copper surfaces—common surfaces seen in electronic assemblies.
