With regards to different sizes of radioactive materials that will be contained on the entire mission—I strongly encourage the program manager to give me a call, and I will help the program manager walk through what materials he thinks may be on the mission, on a piggyback mission, the launch vehicles that are going to be involved, and then we’ll help determine what levels of approval are going to be required, and also whether outside interagency groups are involved as a part of the safety approval and review process.  

And through the whole nuclear launch safety approval process, the responsibility for NLSA remains with the program manager.  I am just the technical advisor and reviewer of that material, but I can provide assistance through the whole process.
