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With respect to pressure vessels—and I guess I’ll have to say this—assuming that they’re in a system as well—probably the two most important things that I could identify would be configuration and control of your system so that you know what you have.  And good procedures to reflect operation of that system, and have those under configuration control as well.  Oftentimes, problems arise when you don’t have procedures that actually meet or match the system that they’re operating.  And those—an unmatched set is dangerous, so you need to make sure that you have good configuration control over your system and that you have accurate procedures to reflect the operation of that.
