"Facility Interface Handbook"
There is a Facility Interface Handbook that basically says if you’re bringing in a piece of hardware for testing in a certain facility, what type of things would you need to provide with that hardware to interface with the facility.  What kind of electrical systems does the facility have that you need to tie into?  What kind of hydraulic control systems are they going to tie into?  And we do the same thing very much when we provide experiments that fly on board the Shuttle.  The Shuttle has the basic framework for the experimentation—the racks—and we design hardware to fit within those racks—and so we have to meet up with their electrical utilities that they have.  Air flow that they have, and things like that.  So, any of those, the person with the piece of hardware that’s going into an existing system has to know the interface with all of the electrical and mechanical features that the facility offers.  And that’s a standard practice.
