Receive and inspection is a-is a very important role in any organization.  That’s your-it’s your last chance to identify defects in products before you integrate them into your assemblies-your next higher assemblies.  But a key to receive and inspection is to have a good receive and inspection plan.  You need to know the-what’s the critical attributes that you want to check for, the critical interfaces, critical dimensions, and, in the case of electronic parts, the critical parameters that are important to the program.  The receive and inspector’s a key in all of this effort to make sure that those parameters are indeed met.  Without that, you’ll find that you won’t end up with the product that you want when it gets integrated into the higher assembly.
